Motion to approve March 13th, 2014 meeting minutes by Rose and seconded by Petterson. Approved unanimously.
The Committee decided that meetings will be held on the 2nd Friday of each month at 4:15 p.m. in the Selectmen’s Meeting Room.  May’s meeting will be held on the third Friday of the Month (May 16th). 

Maureen Cronin would like to discuss the outreach workshop at the May 16th meeting and she will send information to the Committee beforehand.

Chair’s Report:

The warrant article for the Truro Conservation Trust and Castle Hill was pulled from warrant due to opinion by town counsel that CPC funds cannot be used for this project.  TCT will be working to acquire State funds.  Castle Hill will redevelop their proposal to purchase the land that holds the historical buildings and will use separate funds to purchase the other lot. 

Review of Warrant Articles:

Friends of Recreation Commission- the Finance Committee voted unanimously against the proposal due to unsuccessful attempts to renovate Snow’s Field and the belief that there is not room for a tennis court. The Board of Selectmen voted 2-3 because they believe it will cost the Town money for maintenance and upkeep.  Chair McCutcheon stated that at town meeting the cost of the project and how CPC funds work should be addressed. Jane Petterson distributed a letter from Jamie Veara and Maureen Cronin suggested getting an opinion.

Membership:  
The Committee is short on members.  The annual reorganization will be discussed on May 16th.  The Planning Board needs a CPC representative.  Ms. Sollog will speak to the new Planning Board member.

Annual Town Meeting is April 29th at 7 p.m. and Chair McCutcheon asked for everyone to try to attend.

The next meeting is Friday May 16th. 

Ms. Cronin was able to get materials from the Yarmouth CPC on a workshop they held. The material includes projects that the CPC has funded in the past and this should be included in the Truro workshop.  The workshop will be held sometime in September.  At the workshop there will be time included to allow an opportunity for interested parties to ask questions about the application process.  Mary Rose mentioned that the Housing Authority will be doing outreach around the same time and they should work together. Ms. Cronin will give a date recommendation after talking with the Housing Authority.

Mr. Larkin asked for clarification on the process to repurpose funds that have been granted. Chair McCutcheon replied that it depends on how the money was granted and what is proposed to change.  Discussion of developing a policy for grant repurposing should happen at a future meeting.

A feasibility study on Highland House should be put on the next agenda.

Ms. Burgess asked how the CPC gets their funding.  The funds come from 3% of the real estate taxes and that has matching funds.  $25 million has been approved by the state to be distributed among CPCs.

Meeting adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
