CPC Meeting Minutes

Motion to approve the April 10th meeting minutes by Larkin and seconded by Cronin.  Motion approved with one member abstaining.
The previous year’s grant agreement for the Truro Meetinghouse will be edited to fit this year. A deed restriction has not been recorded yet and that needs to be done.  Mr. Lowe will check on the status of that. 
The recreation grant may need more work. The CPC needs to see the feasibility study before the grant is awarded. 

Ms. Petterson and Ms. Rose will monitor the recreation grant. Ms. Cronin and Mr. Lowe will continue to monitor the Truro Meetinghouse.
Historical Society Grant for a Feasibility Study: a $38,500 grant was approved in 2012 for a feasibility study for Highland House Museum.  The grant was delayed due to a lease agreement with the National Seashore. The lighthouse is being managed by Eastern National and the museum is no longer a concession and it is not possible to enter into a long term lease.  The lease agreement is for 1-5 years but the Seashore is committed to giving a long term lease when possible. One of the benefits of a 5 year lease is that it can be converted to a 10 year lease.  The grant needs to be awarded in order to get a longer lease and fundraising can’t be done until the feasibility study is done. It was made clear that this does not a set a precedent for awarding money with no long term lease. Motion to approve awarding money for a feasibility study by Cronin and seconded by Lowe.  Motion approved.  Larkin recused himself.

Reorganization and officers: this is postponed to next meeting.
Outreach Update: Ms. Cronin discussed the Yarmouth outreach event that increased the amount of applications received. Yarmouth had a handout describing the areas that the CPC can fund. A September outreach event will not work for the Housing Authority, but the CPC needs to hold something before the end of September in order to give people time to submit applications. Ms. Rose would like to discuss having a bond if something comes up.  Ms. Cronin would like everyone to think about the options and discuss it at the next meeting. Mr. Larkin will help Ms. Cronin.
Ms. Lisa Tobia is the new representative from the Planning Board.

The next meeting is June 13th at 4:15. Ms. Cronin will not be present but she will give Mr. Larkin the information to present.  

Ms. Petterson got approval from the Committee to set up a display on the recreation plans.

The meeting adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
