Police Department

Fire Department

e QOver the past two weeks the Department responded to 12 requests for medical assistance, resulting in 6
transports to the hospital. In all we responded to a total of 18 calls that included inspectional services,
general assistance, alarm activations, calls for public service assistance and a good intent calls.

to replace our current thermal imaging equipment as well as some extrication equipment.

e Fire Chief Collins is currently working with representatives from FEMA to potentially recover costs
incurred from the storm in March.

He will be
starting the career Recruit Training program in November.

Staff has been assisting with mooring holders hauling out their boats and skiffs for the end of the
season.
